reviewing provider reports or other records.
o If you have trouble entering training hours, feel free to
send those to us and we will get them entered for you.
e Remember that contact logs need to be entered in
quarter hour increments.
O 1-15 minutes = .25
0 16-30 minutes= .50
0 31-45 minutes= .75
O 46-60 minutes= 1
